It should contain in brief, main motivation, main design point, essential difference from previous work, methodology, and some eye-catching results if any. The title of the paper must be Times New Roman 16 font size, centered and bold. Abstract heading shall be in Times New Roman, 12 font size bold and italic. The contents of the abstract shall be in Times New Roman 10 font size and italic. Do not use all capital letter for the title. Use one line spacing of 12 font size between the title and the author’s names. Use one line spacing of font 10 between the authors and their affiliations. Use one line spacing of font size 10 between the      affiliations and email ids of the authors, between email ids and abstract heading and between abstract heading and  abstract.  Do not cite any references in the  abstract and minimum 3 key words are to be given. The heading       keywords shall be bold and both heading and keywords shall be in italic.  The contents of the abstract must be     justified. Corresponding author shall have an asterisk mark as superscript as shown in this sample. 
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1. Introduction
Use Arabic numbering system in sequence for main    headings. The paper shall be prepared in letter size 8.5” x 11”. The body of the paper must be in two   columns each of width 3.16” and spacing between the columns shall be 0.17”. Use Times New Roman of 12 font size for the text. The contents in each column must be justified and ensure that no words shall be cut with a hyphen between one line to other line. All figures shall have caption at the     bottom (see the figure in this sample) and all tables shall have caption at the top. All        references, figures and tables must be cited in the text. Equations shall be generated using equation editor and must have number in     sequence.   All headings shall be in sentence case with first letter of each word  capital, bold and left aligned.

No initials are to be used for    author names. Ex. Hosur et al [1] carried out          experimental investigation on …….. , where number in the square bracket is the reference number for the paper discussed. Rather than literally copying the texts that you have read, you should present your own interpretation of the theory. This will help you in developing your own thinking discipline and technical language.

All sub headings must be of font 12 and bold and left aligned. Use sub headings up to the  order of two ex. 1.1.1 and avoid using        subheadings of order 3 such as 1.1.1.1. Please submit your papers (MS-Word file) through http://jjem.jnnce.ac.in/submission.html
